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What are adverbs of manner?
Los adverbs of manner (adverbios de modo) son palabras invariables que

modifican a verbos, adjetivos y a otros adverbios. Indican de qué manera

ocurre o se desarrolla una accion. O sea, como se realiza.

En general, los adverbios de manera se construyen a partir de un adjetivo

afiadiendo el sufijo -ly al final de la palabra.

Sin embargo, segln la terminacién final del adjetivo debemos tener en

cuenta una serie de normas para poder escribirlo correctamente.

Existen ademas adverbios de modo que no cambian en su forma.
